Jerry likes the JD10 for its home recording uses. “Most musicians
have some sort of recording sefup at home, but don't have sound proof-
ing. To get a great sound out of an amplifier you've got to crank it up,”
he says. “With the JD10, you just plug it info your desk, put on your
headphones and it sounds like a stack of Marshalls and beyond.
Nobody else hears a thing.”

With the overdrive function, Jerry likes to get right on the ragged
edge, giving his playing “that urgency that those early rock and roll
recordings captured so well.” The sound is tight too, says, Jerry: ‘It
reminds me of Hendrix, and the way he could do those soaring, sus-

tained solos on the top sfrings, and how he could go o the bottom sfrings
and still get a powerful, clear sound.”

Jerry may not be Hendrix, but this string bending, rule breaking gui-
tar player and his Hellecaster bandmates are hot right now. Says Jerry,
“the JD10 is an important part of our sound.”
